· ALPI-Techno - audio and video equipment, household appliances, climate-control systems.

A comprehensive list of the hypermarket range includes over 200 000 items.
ALPI hypermarkets distribute the products of in-house bakery, confectionery, culinary, meat-processing productions, which makes it possible to offer the consumer fresh and superior-quality products only. 
In the nearest future, the hypermarket will open children's game rooms, a recreation area, and sports grounds. 

The hypermarket has introduced automation based on the ASTOR: Retail.Net control system. The checkout area is outfitted with 33 NCR RealPOS 30 terminals. The weighing-out departments have been equipped with 16 electronic weighing machines.  The hypermarket has introduced the client-server checkout system NCR Advanced Store@Retail (AS@R).

To date, the retail chain under the control of the ASTOR: Retail.Net  automation system integrates 10 ALPI shopping centres, which include hypermarkets, shopping and entertainment centres, and supermarkets.

The ASTOR: Retail.Net  system makes it possible to solve the problems of managing a modern retail chain outlet with maximum efficiency: to optimise the stocks maintained, arrange deliveries under a system of orders, structure settlements of accounts with suppliers, buyers, use various strategies for retail pricing, encourage patronage, correctly establish and maintain the product range carried by the business through application of such mechanism as ABC-XYZ analysis. The system is based on the principle of data flow separation and provides a fast-response (stock) accounting at the retail outlets and distribution centre, an option of consolidated real-time, book-keeping and tax accounting at the central office of the company with a breakdown by business units. 

The short-term plans of the company provide for opening a hypermarket in the town of Zelenogorsk.
